Update on the Lake Anasagunticook Dam

The Town of Canton now owns the dam. Appraiser Dan Dwyer, of Dwyer
Associates in August a, found the liability on the dam to be significantly
more than the properties marketable value and, therefore, reported the dam
properties value as OnilO. A special Canton town meeting was held on July 26
and Canton voters approved the eminent domain taki ng and set the damages at
$10,000. A check was sent to the dam owner for $10,000; the deeds were
transferred to the Town of Canton and registered with the Registry of Deeds
in South Paris.

In August, a Natural Resources Protection Act [NRPA] application was
submitted to DEP for a permit to build a temporary, sand bag dam between
Whitney Brookside and Canton Water District properties, approximately half
way between the lake and the current dam. The temporary dam will be owned
and maintained by the Canton Water District. On September 26, DEP voiced
their concern about the use of sandbags, vulnerable to damage from exposure
to sunlight and ice, over the three -year period on the application.
Restricting the use of sandbags from April to November may answer DEPOs
major concerns so a spring installation looks more possible. Materials have
been donated and labor volunteered so the expenses for installing a
temporary dam should be minimal.

There is no interest in repairing the current dam so the plan is to
re move it and build a new dam at the old bridge piers just upstream of the
current dam. The designs, plans and costs of new construction and removal of
the old dam are still under consideration. Requests for proposals for a
three - phase construction project will be sent to engineers and engineering
firms in Maine in the near future. It is these final designs and plans that
will dictate the estimated costs and our fundraising goal for the project.

Voters in Canton and Hartford have appropriated $22,000 and $20,000
respectfully to covers initial expenses. The LAA dam fund currently holds a
little over $8,000. Private contributions to the Canton Dam Fund currently
exceed $5,000. Fundraising efforts have begun. A Red Sox ticket raffle and
the LAA Su per Dam Raffle were successful in raising over $5,500 this summer.
Our current fundraiser, the November Calendar Raffle needs your support.
Donations to the Canton Dam Fund and the LAA Dam Fund are gratefully being
accepted. Once the final cost estimate s are known, grants and/or low
interest loans will be sought as to meet the fundraising goals.

Once a new dam is in place and the old one removed, the final phase
(operation and maintenance of the new structure) will begin. The Canton
Water District has committed to making regular inspections of both the
temporary and permanent dams and to maintaining water levels. An inter -
local agreement will be brought to the voters of Canton and Hartford calling
for equal cost sharing of the permanent structure once it is paid for and
operational.

The Core Group continues to meet every other Monday evening at 6:30 PM
in the Canton Town Office and all are welcome. The dam project continues to
be a community effort for the preservation of the lake and the quality of
the watershed. We look forward to your continued support!

Does LakeSmart Foster
Sustainable Behavior?

About a year ago, | attended an
inspiring communitybased social marketing
workshop presented by Doug McKenzie
Mohr, author of Fostering Sustainable
Behavior While conventional marketingan
help create public awareness, this social
marketing strategy identifies and overcomes
barriers to longasting behavior change. Itis
on this model that DEPOs LakeSmart
program was designed. In 2004, John and
Beth Convey and | attended a work session
on how to develop lake front property in a
LakeSmart way. Some of the first properties
to be evaluated and receive awards were on
our lake. Twentyfive properties have now
scored 67% or higher on evaluations and
have received LakeSmart awards. To learn
more about LakeSmart and how these
evaluations are

Fifty properties have been evaluated
within  the Anasagunticook watershed.
Twenty-five qualified for awards and twenty
two receivedrecognition for achieving the
LakeSmart standards in one or more of the
four evaluation categories. We are still third
in the state behind Belgrade and Wilson
Lakes. We can continue to ask residents to
have properties evaluated and our lake might
move hgher in this OcompetitionO or we
could take a step back and decide what it is
that we want to accomplish?

LakeSmartOs goal is to raise awareness
of the impact each of us has on the lake as we
develop and maintain our property in the
watershed. Has our apticipation in
LakeSmart over the past five years been
successful? | have stressed the fact that ours
has been close to, if not the Omost LakeSmart
lake in the State O. Has this accomplished our
goal? What have we learned? Do we still cut
trees down ta@et a better view? We want our
lawns to look great, but do we still fertilize
them without doing a soil test? Do we mow
right down to the waterOs edge?

Maybe we should take a survey of our
membership to find out what impact our
efforts have had on thake? Has the effort
to improve the lake via the Lake Smart
program paid dividends? Has proper
behavior been institutionalized? Or are we
still making the same decisions we did five
years ago?
