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PRESIDENTOS LETTER

This is the first December newsletter
that I recall. Thanksgiving is behind us with
Christmas just ahead. The lake will be frozen
soon so maybe it’s time to reflect. Plans for a
new dam are well on the way. Obstacles
have appeared and seem to be under control
thanks to the capable leadership of the
Advisory Committee.

The Lake Association has raised via
contributions and pledges over $80,000 so far
this year which is about 50% of the estimated
funds necessary to pay for the cash portion
(over and above the grant) of building the
new dam. Thanks to everyone who has
committed to date (see article on another
page). We still need another 80 grand and
you’ll hear about plans to raise those funds in
coming months.

And to offer a different subject for
conversation, we’ve been through an
interesting fall in Norfolk. Granted it’s in
MA yet maybe our experiences can help us at
the lake. Our septic system didn’t pass an
inspection. So now we have a new leach
field, a new septic tank, distribution tank,
pump tank and a flat backyard. We took care
of the old septic too, pumping it out every
two or three years or maybe it would have
failed earlier.

How does our experience apply to the
lake? Our septic engineer says a leach field
natural life is between 25 to 30 years. And
without proper attention it will fail
(continued in next column)

sooner. Pump? Pipe connections? Leach
field? Are yours OK? Are they working
properly on your property? The State of
Maine is getting more involved because it is
believed that after camp road erosion, septic
problems may be the second worse cause of
pollution to Maine lakes.

Please check your system frequently.
Prevent lake pollution and maybe save some
money by fixing problems before they
become an emergency.

A new feature of the newsletter is a
list of websites to read more about issues
referred to or that may be of interest.

I realize that the possibility of a
Canton Mountain wind farm is not in the LA
watershed yet it is probably of interest to
many of us.

It is hoped that all of you have the
merriest of Christmas Holidays.

The Dam Project Gets A $5,000 Grant

CANTONN Dam Advisory Committee

member Larry Giroux told the committee
Monday night that the Maine Outdoor Heritage
Fund has awarded a $5,000 grant for the dam
project.

Giroux, who lives in Hartford, was the
primary author of the gramipplication. It is
funded by special lottery tickets and is intended
for land acquisition and public access.

The overall plan for the site calls for a public
access boat ramp in addition to the new dam
and park. The new dam will replace a
temporary dam iWhitney Brook. The original
dam, which regulated the water level of Lake
Anasagunticook on the border of Hartford and
Canton, was condemned by the state.

Maine Department of Inland Fisheries
& Wildlife Planner Leon Bucher discussed the
availability of a US. Fish and Wildlife grant to
cover threequarters of the cost of the public
access boat ramp. Work to be done by
volunteers and work already done by the town
will probably meet the townOs share of the cost.
Bucher said that if IF&W funds are used for
theboat ramp, the state will want a limited
easement from the town for the purpose of a
public access boat ramp. IF&W will be
responsible for maintaining the boat ramp.

Bucher and the committee discussed the
possibility of having one engineering firm and
onecontractor work on both the dam project
and the boat ramp.

Hartford and Canton have both
contributed to the project. In addition, the Lake
Anasagunticook Association has raised
approximately $80,000 in pledges and gifts.
The Environmental Protection Agey is
currently reviewing a grarapplication to
supplement the Community Development
Block Grant already awarded

Member Liz Rothrock found a History of the Dams in Canton. it follows:

Lake Anasaunticook, formerly known as Whitney Pond, lies on the southern border of
Canton, and upon its outlet, now known as Whitney brook, is the beautiful village of Canton.
This was for many years known as Hayford's Mills, and later, as Canton Mills, until, this
village having increased in population and commercial importance, while that at Canton Point
had decreased, the name Canton was given this postoffice. The picturesque scenery of this
section is unsurpassed. Varied by its rugged hills and mountains, its level, fertile intervales,
glassy ponds or flowing river, who can wonder that the native red men found

here the ideal spot of all the section around for their encampment, and for a resting place for
their departed warriors?

As already shown in a preceding chapter, Gustavus Hayford erected the first mill and dam at
his place, in 1814.

The following year he brought his wife and daughter, Elizabeth; who was born in Hartford the
proceeding June (1815),

and who is now so well remembered as Mrs. Elizabeth Barrows.

Zeri Hayford 4 , son of William 3 , was b. at Pembroke, Mass., Mar. 17, 1777, and was
brought in the arms of his mother a great part of the journey on horseback, when in the same
year of birth they moved from Pembroke, Mass., to Sylvester Canada,
now Turner, Me. In about the year 1796 his parents moved to Hartford, Me. Two years later
he married; lived at one time in the southeast part of Hartford, Me. In 1812 he was living with
his family on the west side of Whitney Pond in a log cabin on the farm now owned by Mr.
Johnson, and next north of the "Joseph Mendall farm," so called.

In the season of 1812 he assisted his brother, Gustavus, in building a part of the dam
at what afterwards became Canton village, and they erected the frames for a saw mill and
grist mill. In 1813 he moved across the pond and lived in a log house of Elijah Soule, located
in front and near where the Philip Ellis house afterwards stood, now Roscoe Dunn's. There
they boarded the workmen until they could clear a little opening near where Nathan
Reynolds' drug store now stands, and built a log cabin, where they boarded the help. That
sea- son they got the saw mill running and the grist mill ready for inside gear. Zeri Hayford
lived in this log cabin and ran these mills for his brother during the next year or two, and in
the winter of 1815-16, moved into the new frame house built and occupied by his brother.

In the season of 1816 he built a little house on the hill south of the mills; a portion of
which is now standing, and a part of the same, his son and grandson have ever since lived
in. Here he and his family lived the remainder of his days ; the parents residing with their son,
Zeri, Jr., the last of their lives, and Zeri, Jr., and wife, with their son, Oscar, who, with his
family have ever since owned and occupied this farm, which is one of the best in town.

Dam Project Update
October 2010

A permanent resolution of dam safety and water level issues on Lake

Anasagunticook is in sight. The Lake Anasagunticook Assn. capital

campaign, launched in June, has raised approximately $80,000 in cash and

pledges to bridge the gap between the $500,000 grant from the State and

the estimated $651,000 to construct a new permane nt dam. Appropriations
from both Canton and Hartford have been expended and facilitated

considerable progress in the dam project over the last three years.

Recently, there has been an expansion of the dam project to include a

public boat ramp, municipal p ark and green space on the properties
adjacent to the dam in the center of Canton. These properties were once

used by the former Brindis Leather Company tannery operation and DEP is
partnering with Canton to provide a

Oclean bill of healthO through a Brow nfields assessment. A Phase I
historical records search was completed in May 2010 and Phase Il: sampling
which identified contaminants (poly aromatic hydrocarbons, arsenic and

lead) was completed in July. The Brownfields assessment was performed by
MACTECthrough a grant from Maine DEP. A Brownfields is required for

public reuse of these properties and DEP hired Ransom Environmental
Consultants to produce a focus feasibility study for remedial action. CThe

proposed plan for cleanup of contaminated soils is a marker barrier and at
least 80 cover of clean soil along with deed restrictions for the

property. A public meeting was held at the Canton Municipal Building on

October 11 ™ as part of an EPA Brownfields Cleanup Grant proposal for
$200,000 with a $59,000 in kind match. The match will provided through use
of clean fill from the townQOs sand pit, volunteers to help landscape of

green spaces, and partnering with Maine Inland Fisheries & Wildlife [IF&W]

to provide a public boat launch and adequate parking, whi ch will provide
an ideal cover barrier.

Other benefits from a partnership with IF&W are an increase fish stocking
of the lake, a location favored to prevent an infestation of invasive
aguatic plants and maintenance of the site into the future. Clean up an
reinvestment in this property will protect the public, the environment and
reduce blight.

Regardless of the cleanup grant, construction plans for the new dam will
continue as scheduled. Excavation of contaminated soils will be addressed
in the NRPA per  mit for the new dam and will soon be submitted to DEP.
Ninety days is allowed for State agency review and a response. Preparation
for and bid process during the spring would allow an early June 2011
ground breaking for the new dam.

EPA cleanup grants will be awarded in the spring 2011 and the cleanup and
revitalization of the dam properties including the boat ramp will continue

once financing is secured. The Advisory Committee continues to meet every

other Monday evening at 6:30 p.m. at the Canton Town Off ice. The public is
always welcome and encouraged to participate in this joint community

effort.
