LakeSmart!

Youlve probably heardNabout the
LakeSmart program. 1tOs hard for anyone to

be really well informed about it, with all the
excitement about the new dam and raising
money to pay for it. But for the sake of the
next generation, we need to look ahead to a
time when the new dam is paid for, to the is
sues of invasive plants AND algae blooms, so
here is an explanation and a Ocall to actionO for
the LakeSmart program.

LakeSmart is a program to let any property
owner on a lake in Maine know what features
his/her property has that will prevent it from
discharging runoff that would be OunhealthyO
for the lake and what can be done to improve
any problems that are found. The program is
mostly aimed at preventing pollution from
rainwater that picks up phosphorus, but also
focuses on septic tank overflow,
fuel oil and fertilizer.

One must realize that any water runoff into

the lake picks up phosphorus from soil and
rock, and excess phosphorus causes algae
growth or ObloomsO, green muck that has many
bad effects. We would like to have any water,
from rain or other sources, from our properties,
soak back into the soil, or not carry any sail,
before it enters the lake.

In our first year of participation, Lake Ana
sagunticook, through the work of Judy Hamil
ton and some property owners, became the sec
ond highest scoring lake in Maine, out of the 35

participating. LetOs keep this
momentum going!
